ACTION ITEMS
The Graduate Committee reviewed and approved unanimously the Degree Certification list and Graduation with Distinction students for Spring 2014.

The GRE analytical writing minimum score is 3.5 for Master’s students.  Molleda moved, and Goodman seconded that for doctoral students the minimum will be 4.0.  This passed unanimously.

Treise reviewed the items that will be on the agenda for the Spring Graduate Faculty meeting.

· Minimum 26 Speak on TOEFL
· Minimum 90 TOEFL
· Combined Research Methods course
· On-campus students taking distance courses (information item—all but JM students)

Questions from committee members:
· Will this program conflict with any similar certificates in the Business School?	
· No, they are not interested in the area of cross-media sales.
· How many credits for each class?
· Three
· How long will it take to complete the certificate?
· There are five required classes and it’s expected that most students will take one course per term so it would take three to five semesters to finish.
· Is there a particular order the courses must be taken?
· No, they can be taken in any order and are intended to hone existing skills.
· Weigold prefers the courses to be live—Synchronous vs. Asynchronous. 
· Who determines the tuition?
· We can charge market rate tuition.
· Who will advise the students?
· There will be a graduate director for the program who serves as advisor—this is not Pearson-affiliated. 
Pisani moved to approve the Cross-Media Sales Certificate, Ostroff and Molleda seconded and it passed unanimously.  It will now be sent to the Graduate Faculty.
